Appear Il Fungicide is a systemic fungicide, which contains potassium phos-
phite. Appear Il Fungicide is effective in prevention and control of diseases
caused by Pythium, Microdochium, Anthracnose, and Rhizoctonia spp.
Appear Il Fungicide, applied as part of an Integrated Pest Management
(IPM) program with good cultural management, promotes a vigorous,
healthy stand of turf that is better able to tolerate stress. In order to
achieve maximum disease control, apply before the expression of disease
or when disease is first observed. Initiate applications when environmental
conditions are favorable for disease development.

MIXING INSTRUCTIONS

Apply in 1-5 gallons of water per thousand square feet. Fill spray tank
halfway with clean water. Add the required amount of Appear Il Fungicide
to the tank as indicated in the tables below. While agitating, add the
remaining amount of water.

COMPATIBILITY

Appear Il Fungicide is believed to be compatible with most commonly
used pesticides. Consult specific product labels for additional informa-
tion. Conduct a tank spray compatibility test when you plan to mix this
product with other products. To determine the physical compatibility of
this product with other products, use a jar test. Using a quart jar, add the
proportionate amounts of the products to approximately one quart of
water with agitation. Add dry formulations first, then flowables, and then
emulsifiable concentrates last. After thorough mixing, allow this mixture
to stand for 5 minutes. If the combination remains mixed or can be readily
remixed, it is physically compatible. Once compatibility has been proven,
use the same procedure for adding products to the spray tank.
