•	Because chloropicrin has a disagreeable, penetrating smell, exposure 
to hazardous levels cannot be voluntarily tolerated. However, unpro-
tected exposure to chloropicrin, even at very low levels of concentra-
tion in the air, causes tearing of the eyes.
•	Inhalation may cause severe allergic respiratory reaction. Exposure to 
a high air concentration can cause lung injury or death.

PERSONAL PROTECTIVE EQUIPMENT
The following personal protective equipment must be worn when han-
dling chloropicrin:
•	Long-sleeved shirt and long pants
•	Chemical-resistant gloves (such as nitrile and butyl, neoprene rubber 
or viton - all 14 mils or greater.  For more options follow category F on 
the chemical-resistance category selection chart).
•	Splash-resistant protective eyewear or face shield (Do NOT wear gog-
gles).
•	Respiratory Protection: Anyone exposed to concentrations which ex-
ceed 0.1 PPM must wear NIOSH  an approved positive pressure self 
contained breathing apparatus (SCBA not SCUBA), or a combination 
air-supplied /SCBA respirator such as supplied by Ranger, Survivair, 
Scott or MSA. Persons applying chloropicrin at more than two introduc-
tion points must wear either a positive pressure self-contained breath-

STORAGE AND HANDLING
Storage: Store cylinders upright, in a cool, dry, well-ventilated area, 
under lock and key. Store product only in original container. Do not 
contaminate water, food, or feed by storage or disposal of this prod-
uct.
No Reuse: Cylinders should never be refilled by consumer or used 
for any other product or purpose.

Transporting containers: The material in this container is classi-
fied in the U.S. Department of Transportation Hazardous Materials 
Regulations as Chloropicrin, 6.1, UN 1580, PG I, Poison-Inhalation 
Hazard, Hazard Zone B.  Describe empty containers as having last 
contained Chloropicrin (Inhalation Hazard).

FIRST AID
If inhaled:  Remove to fresh air.  If not breathing, give artificial res-
piration.  If breathing is difficult, give oxygen.  Get medical attention 
immediately.
If case of skin contact:  Immediately flush skin with plenty of water 
for at least 15 minutes while removing contaminated clothing or 
other items covering the skin and feet.  Get medical attention.  Air 
exposed shoes or clothing outside and do not wear again until free 
of all traces of contamination.

DIRECTIONS FOR USE WITH
ZYTHOR FUMIGANT ONLY

Lacrythor chloropicrin is a warning agent that must be released within 
the space to be fumigated prior to introduction of ZYTHOR into that 
space.  Even at very low levels of concentration in the air, unprotected 
exposure to chloropicrin in the air causes tearing and smarting of the 
eyes accompanied by a disagreeable, penetrating smell.  Chloropicrin 
must be released into the fumigated space only by a Certified Appli-
cator or someone under their direct supervision.  Applicators must ob-
serve the chloropicrin precautionary statements and personal protective 
equipment appearing on this label, see the Warning Agent section of 
the manual.
Chloropicrin must be released within a fumigated space at least 5-10  
minutes prior to introduction of the fumigant.  Apply/release 1 fluid oz 
of chloropicrin per 10,000 to 15,000 cubic feet – (30 ml of chloropicrin 
per 283 to 425 cubic meters) of fumigated space or alternately use the 
chloropicrin dosage rate calculated by the Lacrythor app  for the fumi-
gated space.   Establish at least one chloropicrin introduction site for 
each 45,000 cubic feet (1275 cubic meters) of fumigated space.  When 
applying chloropicrin at multiple chloropicrin introduction points within 
a structure, start at the point farthest from the exit and work toward the 
exit.  Dispense no more than 3 fluid ounces (90 ml) of chloropicrin into 
a single evaporation container.  Distribution of chloropicrin throughout a 
fumigated space is enhanced by applying/releasing it as follows:
1.  Place a shallow, wide container within the air stream of a fan.
2.  Place a handful of wicking agent, (e.g., cotton) in the bottom of the 
container.
3.  Pour the chloropicrin over the wicking agent.
Remove all Lacrythor evaporation containers from the fumigated space  
during the initiation of the aeration process after tarp removal.   This 
process will aid the dissapation of Lacrythor from the structure.  Leaving 
the fan only on the heating/air contitioning system will also greatly aid 
in dissipation.

SPILL AND LEAK PROCEDURES
Evacuate immediate area of spill or leak and do not permit re-entry into 
spill/leak or cleanup areas by unprotected persons until the concen-
tration of chloropicrin is measured to be 0.1 ppm or less. Use a self-
contained breathing apparatus (SCBA) for entry into affected area(s) 
to correct the problem.  Working upwind if possible, move leaking or 
damaged containers outdoors or to an isolated location, observing strict 
safety precautions.  Allow spilled material to evaporate or absorb onto 

vermiculite, dry sand, earth or similar absorbent material. Thoroughly 
aerate absorbent materials outdoors prior to disposing of on site or at an 
approved disposal facility.
